The expanded Baird Center features a 320,000-gallon StormTrap®,
an underground storm water detention system.

RECYCLED STEEL

90% of the total 6,000 tons of steel used is made of recycled materials.

FRITTED GLASS

Ceramic fritted glass increases energy efficiency and prevents bird collisions.

LOW-FLOW PLUMBING FIXTURES
